core requirements of AS Level Global Perspectives.

Students must complete six IB courses across various
designated subject areas, score at least 24 points on IB

exams (including 12 in higher level courses). Students must
also successfully complete IB core requirements including

the extended essay, Theory of Knowledge and CAS. 
(Only available to IB magnet high schools)

International Baccalaureate (IB)
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Additional diploma designations are also available for students in Florida: The Scholar Designation and
the Industry Scholar Designation with additional requirements over the standard diploma.
