PAYMENT INFORMATION

Weekly fees are due the Friday prior to the week of
service for Elementary, Magnet and K-8 programs.
Fees are charged on the first day the student attends
for the week in Middle School programs.

VACATION WEEKS

Families are allowed to utilize two weeks of vacation
during the school year from August through May.

Vacation weeks must be redeemed one week at a
time, though not consecutively. Fees are not due
during vacation weeks if the HOST staff is notified
two weeks in advance of the week the child will not
be attending.
