Tops

Hoodies—Jackets

® School Logo Hoodie or Solid Color Hoodie or Jacket
® Must be Black or Yellow/Gold only

® No wording or messaging

Bottoms

o Solid Khaki or Black (Pants, shorts, or skirts)
® No Denim or Jeans except on Fridays
o Closed-toe shoes must be worn for safety
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Not Permitted

e Per HCPS policy NO tears or rips, no sweatpants, holes, or

stretch pants/leggings

® No slippers or slides

® No skate tennis shoes

e No hats, bonnets, etc.

® Hoodies are not allowed on heads at anytime
® No head coverings, Hijabs are permitted.
